· Mary studied art at the Pennsylvania Academy of the Fine Arts at age 15.
· She was frustrated because women weren’t treated equally in art schools.
· She moved to Paris, France, to study painting—this was a brave move at the time!
· She copied famous artworks at the Louvre Museum to learn how to paint.
🎨 Career
· Mary became friends with Edgar Degas, who invited her to join the Impressionists.
· She showed her art in Paris exhibitions, where people admired her soft, loving scenes.
· She often painted mothers, children, and family moments.
· She supported women’s rights and helped more women become artists.
